
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

West Coast Network Services beat off the challenge from nine other 
teams to win the Utility Skills Competition for the second year in a 
row.   The competition, held at the Arboriculture Association’s Utility 
Arboriculture event took place at the Bosworth Hotel in Market 
Bosworth, Leicestershire in July 2010. 
 
The competition tests the levels of consistency in organisation, timing, 
approach and team work, which teams could bring to bear on a series 
of challenges over the course of a full day.  Working against the clock, 
each three-man team was judged on its ability to demonstrate safety, 
accuracy and speed, with the pole top rescue being performed by 
West Coast Network Services in a staggering 54 seconds. The team 
maintained this standard throughout exceeded last year’s 
performance by finishing first in four of the five events and second in 
the remainder.��

The win was particularly pleasing for the team which came a close 
second in the 2008 event and first in the 2009 event. A spokesman for 
the team said:
